Finding out where God is moving and joining Him

John 5:17 Jesus said to them, "My Father is always at  work, and I, too, am working."  

John 5:19   Jesus gave them this answer: "I tell you the truth, the Son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing, because whatever the Father does the Son also does. 
1.  God is at Work Around Me

2 Cor 5:18-20

18  God,  reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: 19 God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, … . And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation. 20 We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. 
Eph 3:20  (Jesus) is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us, 

Luke 19:1-6

4 So he ran ahead and climbed a sycamore-fig tree to see him, since Jesus was coming that way.

the whole earth is full of his glory." 

4 At the sound of their voices the doorposts and thresholds shook and the temple was filled with smoke. 

5 "Woe to me!" I cried. "I am ruined! For I am a man of unclean lips, and I live among a people of unclean lips, and my eyes have seen the King, the Lord Almighty." 

6 Then one of the seraphs flew to me with a live coal in his hand, which he had taken with tongs from the altar. 7 With it he touched my mouth and said, "See, this has touched your lips; your guilt is taken away and your sin atoned for." 

8 Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, "Whom shall I send? And who will go for us?"

And I said, "Here am I. Send me!"
